©® Turn the dial to the left three to four times and
spray after closing the tip of needle cap by a
finger. The inside of nozzle and paint cap can
be washed clean.

® Repeat the washing several times until be
cleaned the inside of the cup.

@ When using HOBBY COLOR, wash it with
water or Mr. TOOL CLEANER.
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% In case of cleaning in detail
remove the cup, needle and
nozzle cap and wash by a
brush with Mr. COLOR
THINNER or. Mr. TOOL
CLEANER.

@ Do not pull out the needle.
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® When I set the airbrush on the stand, paint
leaks from the nozzle.
Paint always flows to the nozzle tip of airbrushes with the
paint cup on the top. When the needle is retracted on a single
action airbrush, the gap between the paint nozzle and necdle
causes paint to leak from the end of the nozzle. You can
prevent this by turning the dial clockwise to return the necdle
to an extended position between uses.
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® Paint splatters everywhere whenever I first start
to spray.
When you begin airbrushing, any paint lodged in the nozzle
between uses will spray out in big fragments. While the
design of the unit makes this unavoidable, whenever you
begin use be sure to point the airbrush away from the object
you want to paint, blow air to remove any paint stuck in the
nozzle, and then begin airbrushing.

® When paint comes out of the nozzle it's stringy
like a spider's web.
Not enough thinner has been used, making the paint too thick.
You can prevent this by adding Mr. Color Thinner or Mr.
Leveling Thinner to Mr. Color paints and adding up to ten-
percent water or Hobby Color Thinner to Hobby Color paints.
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® When I push the airbrush button either paint
doesn't spray out or it sprays out poorly.
Paint will not come out when the needle is extended. Tumn the
dial counter clockwise to retract the needle and then spray.
The more you retract the needle the greater the amount of
paint sprayed. If the airbrush sprayed paint the last time you
used it but doesn't spray the current time. leftover paint inside
the unit may have dried and hardened. Put either some thinner
or Mr. Tool Cleaner in the cup to clean out the hardened paint.
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® The air flow direction in the cup is reversed.
A loose nozzle cap reverses air flow. Tighten the nozzle cap.
Air flow may also reverse when the paint nozzle is obstructed
by paint. If this is case, clean the nozzle.
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When the needle advances, the
gap closes, narrowing the spray, Q
and when it moves back, the gap
expands, widening the spray. ] !
